Flag Etiquette

1. During manufacturer, the material of

the flag falls into containers - never onto

the floor.

2. There is one place the flag fly's all day

and all night. On the moon-the flag placed

by our astronauts.

3. The flag should always be illuminated

if flown at night.

4. A tattered flag should be burned with

respect - until ash and unrecognizable.

5. The flag always fly's above all others

with the exception, the navy cross when

the Navy Chaplain is having church on a

ship.

6. It takes two to hoist the flag, one to

secure and raise the flag and one to make

sure it never touches the ground.

7. When a flag has flown at half-staff, it is

hoisted to the peak - then lowered.

8. On Memorial Day, the flag is flown at

half-staff until noon, then full staff from

noon until sunset.

9. When saluting the flag, men are to take

off their hats and place them over their

heart, women do not take off their hat but

place their hand over their heart and if an

athlete, they should stand at attention and

hold their helmet in their right hand under

their arm.

10. Do not salute the flag if in a motor

vehicle waiting to cross, or helping a

child see over the heads of a crowd. At a

rodeo or circus - raise to the first flag

(colors) but not every one that passes if

multiple flags.

11. Presidential car always has a free

flying flag on a staff to the right side of

the car. (Our left when looking at the car).

12. When flying a flag, it should always

be able to fly freely.

13. When flag is displayed on a stage or

platform, it should be to the speaker's

right.

14. When displaying a flag sticker on a

car, it should be placed so the flag shows

the stars to the top left - when looking to

the vehicle, same goes for jewelry.

15. When using bunting. The blue should

be above and the red below.
